Read the Following newspaper story

For some reason,
Lord Lucan was known
to his friends as "Lucky"
Lucan. In the early
1970s, however, his
luck was beginning to
run out, and in 1974, at
the age of 39, he found
himself in serious
financial difficulties.

He had lost more
than £ 250,000 at
gambling tables around
the world, and had
been forced to sell the
family silver to pay off
some of his debts. He
was also separated
from his wife, and was
fighting her in courts for
the custody of their
three children.

But worse was to
come. On 7 November
1974, Lady Lucan ran
into a pub near her
home in Belgravia,
London. She was
covered in blood and
was screaming ‘He’s
murdered my nanny!’

Apparently Lucan
had gone to the house
armed with a hammer,
intending to murder his
wife. He had been
hiding in the kitchen
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when the children’s
nanny had walked in,
and he had killed her by
mistake.

He had then
panicked and run out of
the house, attacking his
wife on the way. A
police search began.

But Lucan had never
been found. On the day
of the murder, he sent a
note to an old school
friend saying that he
was going to disappear
for a time, and a car he
had borrowed was
found abandoned at the
port of Newhaven,
where police believed
he had boarded a ferry
for France.

Since then , Scotland
Yard has followed up
around 60 sightings’ a
year in places as far
apart as San Francisco,
Brisbane, Madagascar,
Botswana, Hong Kong
and, more recently,
South Africa. But they
have led nowhere.

As recently as 1995,
a woman claimed that
she had been baby
sitting at the house of
one of the Lucan’s
friends on the day after
the car was found (she
was 16 at that time),
and that Lucan had
turned up at the door.

So what happened?
Did he kill himself,
perhaps by jumping off
a cross-channel ferry?

His wife thinks so; he
was a noble man, she
says and would behave
in a noble way. Others
point out that you need
around 150 kilos of
concrete to keep a body
at the bottom of the sea
— so if Lucan jumped
into the sea, why has
his body never been
found?

Or did he leave the
car at Newhaven and
return to London (as the
baby’s sister evidence
suggests)? Or is he
living somewhere near
you?
