Some of them
fly jets across deserts or go diving in unexpected caves, while others explore African rivers.

Bob Card is a skydiving trainer. He teaches people to leap out of aeroplanes and let themselves
fall through the air without opening their parachutes until the very last minute.

‘I believe there is an adventurer inside every one of us,” he says. “It doesn’t matter how old or
strong you are. The adventurer is there — it’s just hidden away somewhere. If you find that spirit,
your life will take on a new meamng

How much danger can a person take? According to Sandra Quiggen, panic is rare, even when
you come face to face with a bad-tempered hippo on the Zambezi River. “You get scared,” she
says.

There is an element of risk in all extreme sports. “If you don’t do things right, you are asking for
trouble,” says Card. But training and proper equipment help to make these sports safer. The
difference between extreme sport and “normal” sport is that, although there are organized
competitions for these sports, most extreme sports people are more interested in testing their
own abilities than in winning prizes. They want to experience something more than their normal
lives can offer.
